Implementation of the E-Review Module in High Courts  

in Kuala Lumpur and Shah Alam for Civil Code Cases 21, 22 and 23 
 

We refer to Circular No 299/2018 dated 14 Dec 2018, entitled “Implementation of the E-

Review Module in the High Court (Commercial), Kuala Lumpur”. 
 

The Chief Registrar of Federal Court of Malaysia, Dato’ Sri Latifah Binti Haji Mohd. Tahar,
