To Members of the Malaysian Bar 

 

 Complaints Made by Pejabat Tanah dan Galian Selangor 

 

We have received a letter from Pejabat Tanah dan Galian Selangor (“PTG Selangor”) dated 

25 Aug 2020. The letter informs the Bar Council that PTG Selangor has received complaints 

that there are cases where Members have manipulated clients by blaming PTG Selangor for 

delays in transactions.  

 

In particular, the letter sets out 3 examples, as follows: 

 

(1)  Applications were not in fact submitted to PTG Selangor. 

(2) Documents not being collected at the appointed time. 

(3) Wrong information being provided to clients, thereby giving clients the impression 

that PTG Selangor did not process their application. 

 

Members are reminded that as per Rule 31 of the Legal Profession (Practice and Etiquette) 

Rules 1978, they shall at all times uphold the dignity and high standing of their profession.
